Wider  Curriculum - Talk to you children about the different seasons, and the             

characteristics of them. Encourage your child to talk about celebrations, past and 

present events, different traditions and routines! Explore how stories are                  

sequenced .with a start, middle and end. Explore acting out and retelling stories.

Diwali: the festival of light, celebrated mostly by 

Hindus.

Christmas: a traditional celebration mostly          

celebrated by Christians, this is to celebrate the 

birth of Jesus Christ. 

Change:  to make different, or not the same as   

before. 

Traditional Tale: a story that has been told and             

re-told for many years. 

Character: a person or animal in a story.  

Sequencing:  arranging in a particular order.  

Seasons: four different times of the year, which are 

names Winter, Spring, Autumn and Summer.
