Macaroni Penguin - live in Antarctica and are the  

largest of the crested penguins 

Ruby Throated Hummingbird - tiny red and green 

migrating bird found in parts Central and North 

America. Weighs about 2–6 grams. 

RSPB - Stands for Royal Society for the Protection 

of Birds. Is a nature conservation charity. 

Important facts to know by 

the end of this topic: 

 There are seven continents in the 

world– Europe, Africa, Asia,               

Australasia, North America, South 

America and Antarctica.  

 We live in England which is part of 

the continent of Europe. 

 Birds can live in every continent.
