How can you help at home?

Maths - Please play matching and sorting games with you child. Buttons are a
great resources for exploring lots of different ways of sorting. Please encourage
them to explain their thinking. Discuss different patterns you see in everyday
situations.

Wider Curriculum - Encourage your child fo discuss what they love about
themselves, and about how others can be different or similar to ourselves and our
families. Talk about how people may have different homes to us and live in
different places. Discuss how humans age, from babies to teenagers fo adults
and to being elderly. Encourage children to draw more detailed drawings of
themselves and others, recognising and naming different body parts.
