push our reading skills by exploring new vocabulary, interpreting emotions and

at war. In order to complete these we will be teaching the children to develop

their use of modal verbs, learn the correct use of subjunctive form and begin
to practise the use of active and passive sentence types.
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Theme

Our World War topic theme for this half term is 'HOME FRONT', where we will
be finding out what effect WW had on the Isle of Wight. We will learn about
the outbreak of WWI, war propaganda, changes in women's jobs and technology,
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rations, the Blitz and evacuation—linking closely to our English text ‘Goodnight
Mister Tom'.
In Science, we will explore circuits and components in electricity,
linking it to the black out in our WWII theme.
P.S.H.E will look at democracy through new laws and voting
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alongside the upcoming elections. In addition, pupils will learn about
budgeting and shopping linked to WWIT rations.
