Privilege Seat Application Information 

Should you wish to apply for a privilege seat for your child to use the school bus service 

you will need to apply between 9am on Monday 1st July 2019 and 4pm on Friday 5th 

July 2019 for children in school years 0 – 11, only. Please note that the online form will 

only be live between the above times and that applications received outside of this 

window will not be accepted.
