Privilege Seat Application Window —
Academic Year 2022/2023

This notice applies to those parents of current year 6 students
who are moving up to secondary school next year and wish to
apply for a place on a Council-contracted school bus service.

Dear Parent/Guardian,

The dates for the privilege seat application window for academ-
ic year 2022 have been finalised. Should you wish to apply for a
privilege seat for your child to use the school bus service you
will need to apply between 9am on Monday 27" June 2022 and
4pm on Friday gt July 2022. Please note that the online form
will only be live between the above times and that applications
received outside of this window will not be accepted.

vice you require not be listed you will not be able to apply for
that service at this time.

Do bear in mind that making an application for a privilege seat
does not guarantee a seat on the school bus.

Up to a full term £130.00
Up to half a term £65.00
Up to a full term AM or PM only £65.00
Up to half a term AM or PM only £32.50
